Notice is hereby given that the Solihull Metropolitan Borough Council proposes to make the above mentioned Order under the provisions of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 as amended, the Traffic Management Act 2004 and the Road Traffic (Permitted Parking Area and Special Parking Area) (Metropolitan Borough of Solihull) Order 2007, where applicable, and all other enabling powers. 
The effect of the Order, if implemented, will be to introduce the following parking restrictions:-
Total Prohibition of Waiting

	Ascote Lane, Dickens Heath
	(i) On the side fronting property Nos. 1–129 (odds) from a point 17 metres north west of its junction with Rumbush Lane for the remainder of its length.

(ii) On the side fronting property Nos. 2–36 (evens) from a point 17 metres north west of its junction with Rumbush Lane in a generally northerly direction for a distance of approximately 43 metres (in the vicinity of Nos. 10-22 Ascote Lane).
(iii) On the side fronting property Nos. 2–36 (evens) for a distance of approximately 30 metres around the right angle bend in the vicinity of Nos. 32-36 (evens) Ascote Lane.
(iv) On the side fronting Nos. 38-66 (evens) for a distance of approximately 26 metres around the right angle bend in the vicinity of Nos. 38-48 Ascote Lane.
(v) On the side fronting Nos. 38–66 (evens) for a short distance of approximately 15 metres in the vicinity of No. 66 Ascote Lane (to include the adjacent turning area).
