Statement of Reason

Location: Benton Green Lane
Statement of Reason: 

During the advertisement of proposed speed limit changes on local roads in Berkswell, a number of representations were received relating to a proposed 40mph limit on Benton Green Lane, including an objection from Councillor Bell. 

Residents were generally of the view that 40mph was too fast for some parts of the road and that it would be better to implement a lower speed limit or leave it a national speed limit route so that drivers can regulate their own speeds. 
Recommendations:

Given the diverse views and number of representations received it was agreed at the November 2011 T & H Cabinet Decision Session that a 30mph speed limit will be advertised on Benton Green Lane and that officers will engage with residents to find the most appropriate and agreeable way forward. 
Ward Member Views: 

Ward Members were consulted on proposed speed limit changes on C and Unclassified Roads in Berkswell. Two were happy with the assessment and interested to see feedback.
Councillor Bell objected to the proposed 40mph speed limit on the grounds that the characteristics of the lane keep speeds below 40mph and that increased signing would be unjustified. 

All three Councillors will be informed of the Cabinet Member’s decision and will be consulted during advertisement of a 30mph speed limit on Benton Green Lane.
