


Keeping your child safe
Cutting children free from sexual exploitation

Solihull Council has joined forces with a national charity to help tackle an often hidden
problem; child sexual exploitation.

The council has signed up to the Barnardo’s ‘Cut Them Free’ campaign, which aims to reduce the
number of children and young people experiencing sexual exploitation by adults.

One of the key tools in fighting sexual exploitation is to look out for the signs of it, which include:
e going missing for periods of time or regularly returning home late
e regularly missing school or not taking part in education
e appearing with unexplained gifts or new possessions
e having older boyfriends

You can now
choose at the point of purchase
whether to block adult sites as
opposed to using one of their website
filtering packages.

You can now make a complaint and share your views
about inappropriate products, adverts or services at the
new ParentPort website. It was launched by the Prime
Minister in October and is run by the UK’s media
regulators. They have the power to set and enforce
standards across the media to protect children from
inappropriate material.
