How to find census records by place 

 

The Ancestry website lets you look through the census records by county and parish, although 
you can’t search by a specific address. 

From the Ancestry home page, 
click on ‘UK census collection’ 
to begin. 

This brings up a search page. Scroll down the 
page and at the bottom of the page you will 
see a section ‘Search a specific UK census 
by Year’. 

 

Click on the census you wish to search. 
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This brings up another search page.  

Scroll down the page until you see ‘Please choose 
a county’.  Click on the county you wish to search. 

Once you have identified the  correct 
enumeration district, click on the relevant 
district name to see all the pages in that district. 

This brings up a list of the enumeration districts.  
Click on ‘View description of enumeration 
district’ to see the enumerator’s list of the 
roads and places covered in that 
particular district.   

This will bring up a list of parishes. 
Select the parish you want. 

Use the ‘Next’ and ‘Previous’ 
buttons to move between census 
pages.
